7TH GRADE IMMUNIZATION  REQUIREMENTS 
 

For the school year 2009-10, there is a new state of Florida im-

munization requirement for 7th grade. Students entering (or at-

tending) 7th grade will be REQUIRED to have a Tdap 

(tetanus- diphtheria- pertussis) prior to attending class. A Td 

will NOT be accepted. If the student has had a recent Td, he/she 

will require a Temporary Medical Exemption for school entry. 

This must be documented on the Blue 680 Immunization record 

by the Department of Health clinic or a physicianôs office 

which will allow them to wait 5 years from the date of the im-

munization received and they will then be required to receive 

t h e  T d a p   i m m u n i z a t i o n  a t  t h a t  t i m e .  

Many Middle schools will be holding Immunization Clinics 

hosted by the DOH ï check with your school for those dates. 

If your student has received any of the required immunizations 

PLEASE submit a Florida Certificate of Immunization (Blue 

680 form) to  the school ASAP.  Thank you . 

PICK  UP MEDICATIONS  

Reminder: All medications must be picked up by a parent or 

guardian by the close of school on Tuesday, June 2nd.  Any 

medications left after that time will be destroyed.  No excep-

tions.

New Transportation Information for 2009-10 School Year 
               
The school district is consolidating the operation of its school bus transportation for the 

2009-10 school year in order to help control costs. Here are some questions and answers 

to help you understand how bus routes will affect you.  

 

Q. Who will receive bus transportation? 

 Elementary ï Students who attend their zoned school and live more than two 

miles from their school will receive regular bus service. Those who attend a 

school other than their zoned school will not  receive district bus transportation.  

 Middle School ï Students will receive bus transportation (the same as this 

school year) whether they attend their zoned school or a non-zoned school.  

 High School ï Students who attend their zoned school and live more than two 

miles from their school will receive regular bus transportation. Those who 

attend a non-zoned school will receive arterial bus service (buses that operate 

on main roads with a limited number of stops).  

 

Q. How will high school students know where the arterial bus stops are located? 

A. Arterial bus stops will be posted on the district website in August.  

 

Q. Who else will receive arterial bus transportation? 

A. Arterial bus transportation will be provided for countywide magnet and career 

academy programs for those students who live more than two miles from the school. 

Arterial bus transportation also will be provided for students attending Thurgood 

Marshall Fundamental Middle School and Osceola High School if they live more than 

two miles from the school.  

 

Q. When will transportation postcards be mailed? 

A. Transportation postcards will be mailed in August to all eligible elementary students, 

incoming 6
th
- and 9

th
-graders, and only to those middle and high school students who 

rode a bus this school year.
